SECTION 4) FIRST-AID MEASURES

Inhalation

If breathing has stopped, trained personnel should begin rescue breathing or, if the heart has stopped, immediately start cardiopulmonary
resuscitation (CPR) or automated external defibrillation (AED). Remove source of exposure or move person to fresh air and keep
comfortable for breathing.

General
